1   Clause 9.1 

Current version

9  The structure of the organisation consists of 

9.1 the MEMBER-SUPPORTERS who have the right to attend member-supporters’ meetings (including any annual general meeting) and have important powers under the Constitution; in particular the member-supporters appoint people to serve on the Board and take decisions on changes to the constitution itself.
Proposed version
Addition to the above:

Member-supporters are defined as those who have given permission for their details to be held on the membership database of the Mamie Martin Fund and whose application for membership has not been refused by the Board under Clause 14.

2  Clause13 (application for membership)

Current version

Any person who wishes to become a member-supporter must sign a written application for membership or send an e-mail from an e-mail address recognised by the BOARD as being operated by that member-supporter: the application will then be considered by the Board at its next meeting.  All member-supporters must actively consent (opt-in) to allow the MMF to hold their personal data for communication purposes.  This is to comply with the General Data Protection Regulation which came into force on 25th May 2018.

Proposed version
Accept deletion of italicised words as above and inclusion of the words ‘and approved’ so clause now reads:

Any person who wishes to become a member-supporter must sign a written application for membership or send an e-mail from an e-mail address recognised by the BOARD as being operated by that member-supporter. The application will then be considered and approved by the Board.  All member-supporters must actively consent (opt-in) to allow the MMF to hold their personal data for communication purposes.  This is to comply with the General Data Protection Regulation which came into force on 25th May 2018.

Clause 15 
Accept addition of the words ‘or its employee’ so that the clause now reads:

The Board, or its employee, must notify each applicant promptly (in writing or by e-mail) of its decision on whether or not to admit him/her to membership

3  Clause 17 (Register of member-supporters)

Current version
17 The Board must keep a register of member-supporters, setting out

17.1 for each member-supporter

17.1.1 his/her full name and address; and

17.1.2 the date on which he/she was registered as a member-supporter of the organisation.
Proposed version
Accept addition of italicised words as below so clause now reads:
17 The Board must keep a register of member-supporters, setting out

17.1 for each member-supporter

17.1.1 his/her full name and postal or email address; and

17.1.2 the date on which he/she was registered as a member-supporter of the organisation.
4  Clause 27
Current version

Notwithstanding clause 25, an AGM does not need to be held during the calendar year in which the organisation is formed; but the first AGM must still be held within 15 months of the date on which the organisation is formed.
Proposed version

DELETE CLAUSE 27
5  Clause 52 (Number of Charity Trustees)
The maximum number of Charity Trustees is twenty.
The minimum number of Charity Trustees is five (seven to be deleted).
